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Terms of References

1. Name:  Global Stroke Policy Committee (GSPC)
2. Purpose :  The purpose of the WSO Global Stroke Policy Committee, for the term 2023 to 2025, is to advice the WSO leadership on WSO global stroke policy directions with WHO and other key agencies
3. Goals: (what you are hoping to achieve):

Specifically this committee will:

· Work closely with the WSO leadership in reviewing and developing short and long term strategical policy issues for the WSO

· Ensure that the WSO is well represented at relevant meetings at governing bodies like the WHO 

· Follow up of the work on the ICD 11

· Act appropriately to ensure that recognition and resources for stroke prevention, treatment and rehabilitation are in proportion to health impact of stroke

· Ensure the visibility of stroke and the WSO globally in appropriate contexts

· Follow the development of policies and documents at WHO and the UN that may have a relevance for the stroke field 

· Follow the policy development at other relevant NGOs of relevance for stroke 

· Support WSO Executives in liaising with other relevant NGOs including the NCD Alliance in promoting the NCD case with particular reference to stroke
· Work in close collaboration with the other relevant WSO committees, such as the Campaign Committee, the SSO committee, the Research Committee, and the Guidelines and Quality Committee
4. Membership:

a. Number:  Membership will consist of maximum 10 members recognized leaders in stroke policy issues.  
b. Mechanism of selection:  Chairs of the WSO GSPC Committee will be appointed (with their prior agreement) by the WSO Board leadership team.  WSO Board members may self identify their interest in this committee, with final selection made by the co-chairs and the WSO Executive Committee
c. Eligibility: Members At least half the committee should be WSO board members.  The WSO President, President Elect and Past President should always be members the committee. Additional members may be invited to participate based on areas of expertise relevant to the work of the committee.  
d. Terms of Appointment: The WSO Global Stroke Policy Committee members will serve a 4-year term, with the option to renew for additional terms to meet the needs of the committee and ensure the GSPC has the appropriate depth of expertise required to meet their goals.
5.  Organizational Structure: Two co-chairs (Prof. Valery Feigin and Prof. Sheila Martins) and maximum 10 members.  Supported by the WSO secretariat

6. Meetings: The GSPC will meet in person at least once annually in conjunction with one of the major stroke conferences (ISC, ESOC, WSC/WFNC) and may hold teleconferences in between as needed (usually every other month). The remaining work will be done through electronic communications (email)
7. Reporting Mechanism: The GSPC co-chairs will submit regular written and verbal reports to the WSO Board at all in person meetings and additionally as requested.
8. Required Resources: WSO secretariat to organize meetings and teleconference services, and to take Minutes of the proceedings.
